Unsecured Creditors Committee Files Lawsuit Against Parishes

The Diccese is aware that on Monday evening, December 18, 2017, the Unsecurad
Creditors Cammittes in the Diocese of Great Falls-Billings bankruptey filed a lawsuit
asserting claims to real property and accounts of 14 parishes within the Diocese. The
claims generally assert that parish savings and parish real propery ‘belong” to the
Diocese. The Diocese of Great Falls-Billings strongly disagrees with this claim and
insist the Diocese holds these assets in trust. We also believe that the 14 affected
parishes disagree.

“WWe fully contest the assertions made by the Committee in the lawsuit, and will be filing
appropnate responzes challenging these claims. We believe the 14 named parishes
will abtzin representation and will contest these claims, as well.” said Bizhop Michael
Warfel.

“This is a most unfortunate and unnecessary distraction from the tasks at hand in the
bankruptcy, in creating and ultimately distributing a fair and just settlement to the abuse
victims,” the Bishop continued. “The Diocese will continue in its commitment and eforts
to reach a far resolution of these claims in the bankruptey.”
